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     I want to tell you about a couple of new things 
 we have been doing to help our students at 
 Thomas Jefferson School. The Respect  
Committee has a mission to help our student 
 population increase their level of respect 
 within our building. To that end, we have  
created The Thomas Jefferson Nickel.  
The T.J. Nickel represents the 5 common  
sense (cents) rules of appropriate and 
 respectful behavior at our school.  
 
     The “Nickel” is posted in several places 
 within our school. Each classroom has one. 
 Hallways, stairways, gym class, music room, 
 school office, and the cafeteria have T.J.  
Nickels. There aren’t too many places 
 around the building that don’t have one.  
We want our “Nickel” to be a positive, 
 yet constant reminder of the expectations 
 that will make our building an even more 
 respectful climate. It is hoped that the  
students will memorize the rules, but even 
 more importantly, have an understanding 
 of them. Included on the “Nickel” are 
 these rules: Keep hands, feet, and objects 
 to yourself, Speak appropriately,  
Follow directions, Walk wherever  
you go, and Be there and Be ready.  
 
    Most of these rules are common sense ideas that make any environment a better place to be. As a parent, 
you might wonder what “Be there-Be ready” means. It has at least 2 meanings in the context of our school. 
First of all, it means to be in the right place. The right place could be in the gym, cafeteria, library or in their 
classroom, sitting at their desk. They shouldn’t be wandering around or out of their correct area of the 
building. “Be ready” indicates that a student should have their homework finished, appropriate materials, and 
most importantly, be ready to learn. A student who is ready is alert, paying attention, and ready to participate 
and be responsible for their own learning. Be on the lookout for the T.J. Nickel. Ask your child if they can 
tell you the 5 common sense rules.

     Another concept that we have been working on lately is our Word Of the Week. (or commonly called 
WOW). Mrs. Waitzman, our Resource Teacher, and I present a new word of the week each Monday morning 
on our video announcements. We talk about the word, give examples of the word, and show a picture which 
demonstrates the word. During the week, teachers discuss the word in their classroom meetings. Teachers are 
given optional activities that they can do with their students to further understand the word. At the end of the 
week, we go back on the Friday announcements and summarize our special word. We often have students 
with us who talk about their experiences which exemplify the word. We ask the students to try to figure out 
which Pillar of Character our word of the week goes with. The six Pillars of Character are: 
Trustworthiness, Responsibility, Fairness, Caring, Citizenship, and Respect. 
 
     We have already had 6 Words Of the Week. So far we have talked about Reliable, Empathy, Courtesy, 
Thankfulness, Loyalty, and Compassion. Do you think you could connect each of these words to the correct 
Pillar of Character? If you can’t do it, ask your child to help you. (answers at the bottom of the page). 
 
     The Word of the Week is designed and organized to provide specific weekly instruction on character 
education. We want students to use these words in their writing, think about their meaning, and talk about 
how they have demonstrated these in their every day lives. Just about every child can think about people in 
their lives who exemplify courtesy, reliability, loyalty, or compassion. We want to continue to help your 
children to grow in their human development, as well as their cognitive development. 
 
     In the weeks ahead, we will be doing even more with our Thomas Jefferson Nickel and our Word of the 
Week. Please take some time to ask your child to tell you about what they are learning. Sit back and 
listen…it makes for great dinner conversation.
